Camp Breckinridge, Kentucky - Camp Breckinridge was an Army Post constructed in 1942 on 36,000 acres as an infantry 
training center for up to 40,000 men / The Camp is named after John C. Breckinridge, US Vice President, 1856-60; 
Confederate Secretary of War, 1865 / The Camp was used during World War II as a Prisoner of War camp (1943-46) for as 
many as 3,000 enlisted men of the German Army / Camp Breckinridge was deactivated in 1949 and reopened in 1950 
during the Korean War and from 1954 to 1963 Camp Breckinridge was used for summer training of 4,500 National Guard 
troops / In 1963, the Army closed down Camp Breckinridge

Fort Knox, Kentucky - Fort Knox is a United States Army installation in Kentucky, south of Louisville and north of 
Elizabethtown / It is adjacent to the United States Bullion Depository (also known as Fort Knox), which is used to house a 
large portion of the United States' official gold reserves / It is named in honor of Henry Knox, Chief of Artillery in the 
American Revolutionary War and the first United States Secretary of War / A new Armored Force was established in July 
1940 with its headquarters at Fort Knox with the 7th Cavalry Brigade becoming the 1st Armored Division / The Armored 
Force School and the Armored Force Replacement Center were also sited at Fort Knox in October 1940, and their 
successors remained there until 2010, when the Armor School moved to Fort Benning, Georgia / Fort Knox was the home 
of the U.S. Army Armor Center and School, and was used by both the Army and the Marine Corps to train crews on the 
American tanks of the day; the last was the M1 Abrams main battle tank / In 2011, the U.S. Army Armor School moved to 
Fort Moore, Georgia, where the Infantry School is also based

The National Defense Service Medal (NDSM) is a service award of the United States Armed Forces established by 
President Dwight D. Eisenhower in 1953 / The National Defense Service Medal (NDSM) was first intended to be a "blanket 
campaign medal" awarded to service members who served honorably during a designated time period of which a 
"national emergency" had been declared during a time of war or conflict / It may also be issued to active military 
members for any other period that the Secretary of Defense designates / Currently, the National Defense Service Medal is 
the oldest service medal (as opposed to decorations for particular achievements such as valor or meritorious service and 
Good Conduct Medals) currently awarded by all branches of the United States Armed Forces
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
